What is a digital story? 
A digital story typically: 
•  Combines:  

o 15-30 still (or short moving) images 
o a recorded script of 100-250 words 

•  Creates:  
o an original personal digital story in the form of a 2-3 minute digital video and 

utilises accessible and affordable technology.  

Participants will learn how to… 
ü Craft a narrative 
ü Brainstorm ideas into an effective strategy for sharing with others  
ü Plan a story and short video 
ü Capture good quality video on a small digital device 
ü Capture quality audio 
ü Learn the basics of video editing on a smartphone or tablet.
